!     The number of students over 60 has more than halved in 2 years.

!     ESOL English classes no longer free.  Fees hit the low paid, 

!     ESOL courses vital for migrant workers filling skill graps, and asylum 

seekers fleeing persecution.

!    Lecturers face redundancies, part-time tutors lose hours and pay.  

!    Students face rising fees and course closures.
